Venice, CA—On Tuesday, March 5, 2013, The G2 Gallery will premiere Nature LA: Cyanotypes by Christine Caldwell, a new collection of one-of-a-kind, ocean inspired prints.

With this all new exhibition, Christine continues to explore a world of photographic image making that forgoes the use of the camera for methods that are less sophisticated but equally compelling.  The paper used in the creation of the cyanotypes is prepped by Christine, who uses a formulation of light sensitive chemicals.  With this irregular canvas, she arranges specimens collected from Los Angeles’s beaches and aquatic communities, exposes them to sunlight, and bathes them in water to complete the process.  The images are spare and monochromatic, displaying the irregularities of a handmade object that make each print unique.

Christine developed her style of working without a camera while she was employed as a lab manager at Translight Photo Center and then at Art Center College of Design in Pasadena.  Christine’s two previous exhibitions at The G2 Gallery featured her “Illuminated Negatives,” a series of photograms which once again, are images made without the use of a camera.

An opening reception celebrating Christine’s new exhibit will take place Saturday, March 9, from 6:30–9:00 pm.  The event coincides with The G2 Gallery’s five year anniversary party and will include the exhibit Spill by Daniel Beltra, and an overview of past exhibitions at G2.
